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Be careful with how you receive and dispose of your mail.

Identity thieves can open accounts in your name from personal information on bills and junk mail.  

Promptly remove mail from your mailbox.  Don’t leave your mail in the mailbox while you are away on vacation.  The post office will hold your mail for you while you are gone.

Shred or burn your old receipts and junk mail.  

You can call 1-888-567-8688 to opt out of pre-approved credit card and insurance offers.  You can also go online at www.optoutprescreen.com to opt out.

Monitor your credit by obtaining a credit report from one of the three credit bureaus: Trans Union, Experian, and Equifax.  You can get one free report per year from each of the credit bureaus by calling 1-877-322-8228 or online at www.annualcreditreport.com.
